Ulvi Ufuk Tosun, “21 Kasim 1939 Ter-
can Depremi ve Etkileri” isimli makalesinde Biiylik Erzincan Depremi’nin golgesinde
kalan ve simdiye kadar literatiirde miistakil bir baglik altinda ele alinmayan, 21 Ka-
sim 1939 Tercan Depremi’nin sosyal ve ekonomik etkileri ile devletin depremzedele-
rin yaralarim sarmak icin yiiriittiigi faaliyetleri ele almistir.

Editorial

Dear Journal of Gazi Academic View Readers,

With our December issue, the 35th issue of our journal, we are delighted to once again
present to you a rich and diverse academic content. In this issue, we present a total of
20 contributions, consisting of 19 research articles and 1 book review, with valuable
input from distinguished academics from the fields of History and International
Relations. Each work has been carefully reviewed by referees, and included in this
issue after receiving the final approval from our editorial board.

This issue begin with Mustafa Alkan’s article, “Waqfs in the Ottoman Economic
System” which examines the institution of Waqf, one of the three main institutions of
the Ottoman classical era. In their article “The Justice Party’s Approach to the EEC”,
Haydar Efe and Funda Kemahl Garipoglu, explore the changing stance of the Justice
Party, successor to the Democrat Party, towards the European Economic Community
over time. Eda Durmus, in her article titled “Scythian-Greek Relations in the North
of the Black Sea” attempts to present the economic, military, and cultural dimensions
of the interactions between the Scythians and the Greeks. Nesimi Goksen, in his piece
“Turkish Man of the 68 Generation in the Creating: The Political Construction of
“Rebellious Youth” in the Beard and Mustache Fashion” problematizes how fashion,
a reflection of popular culture, was transformed into a tool of political identity.
Mehmet Emir, in his article “The European Union’s Developing Central Asia Policy:
Comparative Analysis of the Economic and Security Strategy (1991-2023)” aims
to contribute to the International Relations literature on the EU’s Central Asia
policy within the framework of Realist Theory. Saban H. Calis and Caglar Soker, in
“Anarchist Theory in Contemporary International Relations: A Critical Analysis”
aim to shed light on the anarchist theory, which has recently emerged in the field
of International Relations, and to critically address its gaps and problems within
the existing literature. Pinar Caglayan, in her article “US Interventions in Tirkiye
and Greece from the Perspective of the Hierarchy: The Case of Cyprus (1954-1975)”
discusses the autonomy-seeking moves of Tiirkiye and Greece in their foreign
policies in the face of security and economic guarantees provided by the U.S. through
a hierarchical “contract” using the Cyprus Issue as a case study. Mustafa Salep’s
article, “The Establishment and Activities of Tuberculosis Control Organizations in
Kayseri” discusses the impact of a model of cooperation involving civil initiatives,
philanthropists, and the state in combating tuberculosis through the example of
Kayseri. In “The Great Izmir Fire and Its Perpetrators According to Foreign Sources
“ Tugba Belenli examines the origins of the fire that broke out after the recapture
of Izmir during the War of Independence based on reports in the foreign press.
Sertif Demir and Ali Poyraz Giirson, in their article “The Strategic Implications of
the Protracted Russian-Ukrainian War” discuss the consequences of the war for
international politics, European security, the NATO alliance, regional issues, and
war strategy. Halit Hamzaoglu, in his article “Analysis of Russian Federation’s Arctic



Strategy” examines the evolution and priorities of Russia’s Arctic strategy across
four historical periods and the conditions that set the stage for its emergence. Burak
Iyiekici’s article “From Liberalism to Illiberalism: Orban’s Political Transformation
and Right Populist Strategies in the COVID-19 Pandemic” evaluates the COVID-19
crisis through the lens of the Orban Government’s right-wing populist tendencies
and illiberal democracy, showing how this process strengthened the repressive
tendencies of the Hungarian Government. Mustafa Karageci and Pinar Albayrak,
in their article “An Important Urartian Center in Kars: Tasdere/Sosgert Fortress”
discuss the importance of Tagdere Fortress. Merve Esra Ozgiirbiiz’s article, “The
First World War as Total War from The Perspective of General Erich Ludendorff”
focuses on the transformation experienced during World War I within the concept of
total war, reflecting on how this transformation was depicted in Erich Ludendorff’s
memoir. Halil Yavas, in “Peasant-Bourgeois Cooperation in the Struggle for Power
in Late Medieval Europe: The Case of Flanders (1297-1328)” discusses the series of
revolts in Flanders during the Late Middle Ages. Hiilya Orki and Hayrettin Pulat,
in their article “Managing Begging: Begging in the Context of Crime, Deviation and
Social Control in the 19th Century Ottoman Center” examine the phenomenon of
begging in the 19th-century Ottoman center within the concepts of deviation, crime,
and social control. Hakan Asan, in “The Reflection and Effect of the Balkan Wars
on the Ottoman Countryside: The Example of Diyarbakir Province” addresses how
the consequences of the Balkan Wars affected Diyarbakir Province, a region far from
the conflict, and the type of activities that were carried out as reactions to these
events. Senem Karagoz, in “The Place of Woman in Alevi-Bektashi Culture: The Case
of Kizana and Kizana Tekke As a Woman Dervish with a Tekke and Mausoleum in
Bulgaria” explores the establishment, functions, and oral traditions of the Kizana
Tekke. Ulvi Ufuk Tosun, in his article “21 November 1939 Tercan Earthquake and Its
Impacts” examines the social and economic effects of the 21 November 1939 Tercan
Earthquake, which has been overshadowed by the Great Erzincan Earthquake, and
the efforts of the state to aid earthquake victims.

Lastly, this issue includes a book review written by Tiilin Yanikdag of the book
“Migration: An Interdisciplinary Perspective,” edited by Arda Ozkan and Giilsah
Tasc1 and published by Nobel Publishing House in 2021.

We hope that you will read the articles in our 35th issue with pleasure and interest.
We extend our gratitude to the authors, the referees, the editorial board, and the
editorial team who contributed to the preparation of this issue. We look forward to
meeting you with brand new articles in our next issue (June 2025).
